	June 5th 
	1) Introduce season vocabulary

2) On the board, write “Winter, summer, spring, autumn”. Teachers say a sentence, students must run and show the correct season. Ex: “It is white” Students show winter.

3) Students listen to text, using “Stand for your word” for underlined words. The trees are green and the flowers are pink and white. Birds fly and sing. Rabbits hop and eat carrots. Bees and butterflies fly through the flowers. The weather is hot and sunny. I like to eat ice cream and swim in the river. I like summer!

4) Students draw pictures of the seasons and write about them.

5) Teach the poem, “Spring is green, winter is white, autumn is yellow and summer is bright”

6) Go outside and draw the seasons with chalk.
	1) Introduce season vocabulary

2) On the board, write “Winter, summer, spring, autumn”. Teachers say a sentence, students must run and show the correct season. Ex: “It is white” Students show winter.

3) Teacher says a month and throws a toy a student. The students makes up a sentence with that month. Ex. “January is in winter”

4) Students listen to text, using “Stand for your word” for underlined words: Summer is a beautiful  season. The trees are green and the flowers are pink and white. Birds fly and sing. Rabbits hop and eat carrots. Bees and butterflies fly through the flowers. The weather is hot and sunny. I like to eat ice cream and swim in the river. I like summer!

5) Students draw pictures of the seasons and write about them.

6) Teach the poem, “Spring is green, winter is white, autumn is yellow and summer is bright”
7) Go outside and draw the seasons with chalk.

	June 6th
	Alphabet
1) Sing alphabet song

2) Students stand in a circle and, tossing a toy, say the letters of the alphabet

3) Teach new summer words with pictures: bird, cloud, nest, sun, sky, grass, egg, wind, rabbit, flower, tree

4) Spell words

5) Show a picture, Students say what they see

6) Students draw their own picture and write about it.

7) Tape pictures of vocabulary outside. Students are on teams. Say a vocabulary word. One student from each team races to be the first to grab the correct picture.
	Animals
1) Seasons guessing game-show each season with hand movements

2) Teach mother and baby vocab: cow-calf; horse-colt; foal; chicken-chick; sheep-lamb; pig-piglet; goat-kid; dog-puppy; cat-kitten

3) Throw a ball/toy to each student and say an animal. They say the baby. Ex. “cow”. “A cow’s baby is a calf”

4) Give each student a hand-out with animal drawings, and another paper with the animal names. Students cut out the names and glue them in the appropriate place on the hand-out. 

5) Give students animal masks. A “baby” student must ask the mothers, “Are you my mother?” until he finds the correct mother.

6) Red rover. “Baby” students and “mother” students stand in two opposite lines. Joining hands, one team says, “It’s summer, it’s summer, send the _____’s mother (baby) over”. That student must run and try to break through the other team’s hands. 



	June 7th
	Colors
1) Pictionary (students draw vocab on the board, other students guess)
2) Review colors and describe pictures /toys. Ex. The egg is white 

3) Give students a worksheet with color names written on each object. Students must color the object according to the color word.

4) Dictated picture with colored chalk on chalkboard. Ex. “Draw a green nest”

5) Sing “Box of colors”

6) Game: Teacher says a color and students, in teams, must find something of that color.

7) Write a text on the board: It is summer. The sky is ____ and the sun is ____. The grass is ____ and the clouds are ____. The flowers are ____ and ____. There is a ___ butterfly on the flower, and there are two ___ birds in the tree. Students fill in the blanks with the color of their choice, and draw the picture.
	Fruits

1) Pass out animal hats, mothers and babies find each other and say, ex. “The ____ (cow) is my mother (baby)”

2) Teacher whispers a color to the “babies”. Babies whisper the color to their mothers, who must find that color.

3) Review and teach fruit vocabulary: apple, lemon, melon, pear, banana, strawberry, orange, grapes, potatoes, cherry, carrots, peas, tomato, apricots, kiwi, plum, pineapple, raspberry, cucumber, radish, cabbage.
4) Give each student a fruit word. They must put it on the board under the correct color category. Ex. Apple under “red”
5) Give each student a picture of fruit and sing “Molly has a red dress” song, but with fruit. Ex. “Zhulduz has a green cucumber”

6) Dictated fruit basket: three students draw on the board what other students say. Ex. “There are two strawberries”

7) Each student draws and writes about his own fruit basket.

	June 8th
	Animals
1) Color telephone race. Students stand in two teams, in lines. Teacher whispers a color to the last student of each team, who whispers it to the next student, and so on. The first student must run and get the market of that color.

2) Teach baby animal vocabulary

3) Toss a ball/toy and say an animal. Students must say the animal’s color. Ex. “A pig is pink”

4) Sing “Miss Alia has a farm”: Miss Alia has a farm, ee-i-ee-i-o And on the farm she has a cat eeieio With a miao there, here a miao, there a miao, everywhere a miao-miao. Miss Alia has a farm, ee-i-ee-i-o. With all the animals

5) Give students farm animal worksheet. They cut out animals and glue them to make their own farms, then write. On my farm I have a ….
6) Play Red Rover, but simplified: “it’s summer, it’s summer, send the ______ over”
	Present simple
1) Scavenger hunt. Hide pictures of fruits around the school yard, and give students, in teams, lists of what they must find.

2) Give each team a balloon. Hitting the balloon to keep it from faling to the ground, they must say sentences such as “I eat …(strawberies)”

3) Review many verbs related to things you might do during summer. Ex. Swim, ride a bike, so on and teach “to travel”, “to visit”.

4) Students say sentences, “I like to visit ____  “ or “I like to travel to ______”

5) Students move sun picture, as other students say “morning”, “afternoon”, “evening” or “night”.

6) Play “All my neighbors”. Ex. All my neighbors watch TV in the morning. 

7) Explain the third person “s”

8) “In the summer” memorization circle. Teacher says a sentence, “In the summer, I swim”. Next student repeats, “Miss Teresa swims. I ride a bike” and so on, with each student repeating everything the previous people have said. 
9) Read a book about summer. Students must identify the correct verb, and whether or not it needs s: In the summer, I ___  (ride) horses in the mountain. My sister _____ (swims) in a lake at our grandmother’s house. We ___(visit) our aunts and uncles. My brother ____ (plays) table tennis with bhis cousins. I____ (climb) trees with my friends. My mother - ____(walks) with our dogs in the park. My father ____ (makes) hamburgers.

10)  Students make their own books.


	June 9th
	Prepositions

1.) Sing "Miss Alia has a farm"

2.) Review/teach prepositions: on,

under, in, next to, between, behind,

in front of, opposite

3.) Students, wearing animal hats,

stand in two or three groups.

Teacher gives them commands Ex.

Sheep, go in front of the pig 
4.) With butterfly puppet, ask,

"Where is the butterfly?" Students

answer, "It is.... Under the table"

5.) Read text: There are two clouds

in the sky. The sun is between the

clouds. There are many/lowers in

the grass. There is a bblue and red

butterfly on a flower. There are

three trees in front of ahouse.

Under the trees there are four

yellow chicks. Next to the chicks

there is a goat. Students draw.

6.) Candy hunt. In teams, give

students clues. Ex. Next to the tree.

Students follow clues to find a piece

of candy.


	Present simple questions

1.) Play "All my neighbors"

2.) Teach flower vocabulary: rose,

daisy, sunflower, violet, snowdrops,

tulip, to grow, to plant, to smell, to

water, garden.

3.) Students take little pictures of

flowers and ask their partner, according

to the picture, "Do you like... snowdrops?"

4.) Draw a garden and write about

what you grow/plant

5.) Explain present simple tense

question grammer, and give students

charts with questions on them. They

must ask their classmates the questions.

Ex. Do you grow tomatoes?"

6.) In groups, give students question

and answer cards. One student reads a

question, others must find the

corresponding answer.

7.) Sing "Good-day sunshine" by the

Beatles. Explain the meaning through

pictures, teach "laugh, to love, to bum"



	June 10th
	Possessive pronouns

1.) Find the picture: Give students,

in teams, a clue: "under the desk,

etc" Students must look in the

indicated location to find a picture,

which they then tape on the board.

Continue until a big picture is

formed

2.) play "Where is the butterfly?"

3.) Teach possessive pronouns, my,

your, his, and her

4.) Ask and answer "Whose is this?" questions.

5.) Decorate a white egg, and say

what is on it.

6.) Students stand outside in a line.

Teacher shows an egg. Students

must run up, tag a tree. The first

student must then say whose egg it

is. Ex. "It's her egg" (signaling the

correct student) Continue

7.) Review clothes vocabulary:

socks, shoes, trousers, shorts, skirt,

T-shirt, dress, hat.

8.) Give out drawings of people and

clothes. Students dress the people

with clothes and say, "It is his

T-shirt" "It is her hat" etc.

9.) Teach "Molly has a red dress"

song and "T-shirt on the floor" rhyme.


	Present simple review

1.) Sing "Good-day Sunshine"

2.) Scavenger hunt for flowers and

fruit, which they then glue on a garden

3.) Read text about Bill: This man's

name is Bill. He live sin Australia. He

has a garden, shere he grows

cucumbers, sunflowers, pineapples, and

violets. He waters the flowers in the

afternoon. He also has a farm. On the

farm he has two cows, a horse, agoat,

and a little puppy, but he doesn 't have

any pigs because he doesn't like pigs@

he says they smell bad. In the summer,

Bill like to swim in the sea. He also

goes sailing, and he climbs trees, but he

doesn't ride a bike or play basketball.

4.) Cover all the noun words (pig,

basketball, etc) with picture cards.

Students must read the text again, but

with the picture cards. Then, students

identify all the verbs.

5.) Students ask any questions, "Does

Bill have a sister?" etc.

6.) Each student receives a paper with

a magazine picture of a person. They

then write a text about the person, and

read it to the class, who asks questions.

7.) Play a running game. Students

stand in a line. One student is "it" and asks a question, "Do you like

bananas?" If the answer is yes, those

students must run to the other side

while the "it" student tries to touch

them. The students who were tagged

then help the "it" student as the game

continues.



	June 12th
	Clothes

1 .)Sing "Molly has a red dress" and

say the "T-shirt on the floor" rhyme,

but with additional clothing items

2.) Each student talks about his/her

clothes. Ex. "My skirt is blue, my

hat is..."

3.) Ask and answer questions with

ball. "What color is Alia's dress?"

"Her dress is...."

4.) Give students a worksheet with

clothes on them. Students color the

clothes, cut them out, and glue them

on stick figures. Then, they write,

"His shoes are red" etc.

5.) Tag running game: Students

stand in line. "it" student says a

sentence such as "You have a red

shirt" Students with red shirts must

try to run to the other side without

being touched.

1.) Hangman: "I watch TV in the

afternoon" and other present simple

sentences

2.) Teach regular past simple

3.) With toy, say "Yesterday, I......"

4.) Running dictation with short texts

using past simple

5.) Crossword. Students must identify

verb based on the sentence, and write it

in the crossword.

6.) Board game: Students roll die and

land on a place with a person (mother,

father, friend) written on it. Student

makes up a sentence about what that

person did yesterday.

7.) Write 5 sentences about yesterday

8.) Teacher says a sentence, students

must run to either the "today" side or

"yesterday" side according to the side.

	Family

1.) Play "Who is it?" by describing

a student's clothes

2.) Review family words, teach aunt,

uncle, and cousin. Teacher shows

pictures of her own family

3.) Teach rhyme : mother father

sister brother, hand in hand with one

another"

4.) Show a family tree and fill in the

blanks accordingly: Bill is Miss

Teresa's ____ (uncle)

5.) In groups, give students cards

with people's names and ages

written on them. Students group the

people according to family and must

decide, according to the ages, who is the grandmother, mother, sister, etc.

6.) Students draw and write about

their own families.


	Irregular past simple

1.) Board races: Teacher says a verb,

students, in teams, must write it in the

past tense

2.) Say one "Yesterday, I..." sentence

3.) Teach irregular forms for the verbs

the students have been using (went,

came, grew, ate, drank, swam, sang,

ran, rode, made, saw)

4.) Throw toy and say a present tense

verb. Students must say the past tense

5.) Fill in a chart-if the present tense

is written, write the past. If the past is

written, write the present

6.) Spider web activity. Give students

cards with two half sentences written.

One student reads the first half of a sentence, and the student who has the

second half must read the second half.

Then, that student reads the first half of

a new sentence, and so on. As the

students play, they throw yard to each

other to form a spider web.

7.) Teach "The itsy-bitsy spider" with

pictures and hand motions: The itsy-

bitsy spider went up the water spout.

Down came the rain and it washed the

spider out. Out came the sun and it

dried up all the rain, and the itsy-bitsy

spider went up the spout again.

8.) Write sentences w/ irregular past

9.) Play duck duck goose, but with

"present present past". Students sit in a

circle, and one student walks around

the circle saying present tense verbs

and tapping the other students on the

head. When he finally says a past tense

verb, the student whose head has been

tapped must get up, chase the first

student around the circle, trying to tag

him before he can sit down.
